 Examples: some bacteria, earthworms, fungi

Thursday - Renewable Resource
Resources that nature can make more of as quickly as we

use it 
Examples: Sunlight, Wind, Hydroelectric Power

Non-renewable Resource 
Resources that will eventually run out; 

Examples: Oil, Coal
