Chair Bichner opened nominations for the Vice
Chair position. Lisa Zelch nominated Gerald Ferguson for the position of Vice Chair, The motion was
seconded, and Larry Schuster moved o close the nominations. The motion passed unanimously.

3. Flection of SWG Ex-Officio on the Oversight Committee

Sharon Williams nominated Shelley Bichner to remain as the SWG Ex-Officio Member on the Oversight
Committee. Larry Schuster seconded the motion. Discussions followed regarding the SWG By-Laws as it
relates to the election of members that should be elected 1o serve as Ex-Officio on the Oversight
Committee. A vofe was taken, and the motion passed unanimously.

There were no additions to the March 4, 2010 agenda,
5. Approval of Minutes - December 17 2069

Larry Schuster made 8 motion to approve the minutes of the December 17, 2069 meeting, Gerald Ferquson
pointed out a scrivener’s error on page 4 in the second paragraph, and seid the word “relocable” should be
changed to “relocatable”. Brad Swing requested that Iangnage from an B-mail sent by James Hickey, City
of Coral Springs SWG representative, be incorporated into the minutes in the last senfence on page 4 to
read: “Mr. Hickey stated that the Clty of Coral Springs was concerned that the proposal in fronf of the
Board was quite different than that presented to each City Commisgion and that the new proposal Chﬂl‘lges
the original focus of the ILA fo eliminate the use of portable classrooms by 2014." Gerald Berpuson mede &
motion to approve the minutes as amended. Larry Schuster seconded the motion, and the motion passed
unanimously,

7. Old Business
71 Stahzs of the Second Amended Inferlocal Agrecment (TLA})

Chris Akagbosu talked about dates School District staff will be meking presentations to Municipalities
regarding the Second Amended ILA. He said that Disizict staff has sent three E-mails to SWG merbers
offering to present the Second Amended ILA to each governing body. Additionally, he said that the
School Board, Broward County and the City of Parkland have approved the Agreement, Mr. Akapbosy
advised that the School District PowerPoint Presentation on the Agreement has been posted on the
Growth Management Department’s website along with the Oversight Committee and SWG
recommendation letters regarding the proposed amendment, and encouraged all Mundeipalities io help
promote approval of the Second Amended ILA. He stated that the goal is to have the Agreement
formally approved by ail the murdcipel signatories by the end of May 2010 to tnable transmittal of the
game to the Department of Community Affairs (DCA) by the first week of June 2000, The reason is if
the Agresment is not approved, the boundary process will commence on September 10, 2010,



Chair Bichner requested SWG Members to confiem the dates that Sehool District staff ig schednled to
presendt the Agreement to their governing bodies or endities, and the formal public hearing dates on the
Agreemant. The dafes siated wore as follows:

The City of Cocomit Creek is undecided as to a City Commission public hearing date or if the
Apreemcit will be approved, but advised that a Sohool District presentufion had been done.
School District siaff has slready presented the Agreement at the City of Cooper City, and the
City Commussion public hearing date is scheduled for March 8, 2010. Approval of the
Agresment is expected.

The City of Dania Beach has scheduled a Schaol Thstrict presentation for March 23, 2010, and
the City Commission public hearing is scheduled for Apeil 13, 2010, There was no sense of how
the Commission will vote on the Agresment.

The Town of Davie public hearing dabe is scheduled fur April 21, 2010. The School District
made a preseniation which was embraced by the Town Council, No isstces see anticipated,

The Cily of Deerfield Beach has scheduled a Schosl District prescntation for April 6, 2010 with
the public hearing to follow. No problems are antiripated,

‘t'he City of Fort Lauderdale has scheduled s School District presontation for April 6, 2010 with
the City Commission vote tentatively scheduled for the first Tuesday in May 2010, These was
1o sense of how the Commission will vote on the Agreernent.

The Town of Lauderdale-By-The Sea had a School Board presentation and thanked School
District staff for attending the Town meeting, The public hearing was postponed antil further
information 18 received, and is tentatively reacheduled for May 11, 2010,

The City of Lauderhill had a School Board presentation on Janeary 25, 2010, Several fsages
raised duting the presentation are being addresscd by District staff, A public hearing date has
not beon scheduled.

The City of Margate has scheduled a public hearing for April 7, 2010 and approval is expocted,
The City of Miramar has a lentalive public hearing date scheduled for May 5 2010 and
approve! is expacted.

‘The Cily of North Lauderdale has a public heating scheduled for April 13, 2010 and approval 15
expected.

The City of Oakland Park had two School District presentations and there is concern regarding
future capital improvements. The public hearing is tentativaly scheduled for April 21, 2010, and
there was no senae of how the Commission will vole on the Agreement.

The City of Parkland approved the Agreement on February 17, 2010,

Tha Town of Pembtoke Park will be approving the Agreement on March 10, 2000,

The City of Pembroke Pines had a School District presentation on February 3, 2010, and are
tentatively scheduling another presentation before the Educalion Advisory Board (BAB) for
March 15, 2010 or March 23, 20740, The City Commisston meeting is scheduled for Aprit 7, 2010,
Thus far, there has been no negative feedback on the Apreerment.

The City of Plantation has tentatively reacheduled a School Diskrict presentation for March 24,
2010, A public hearing is scheduled for April 21, 2010. Two Commissioners sipport the
Agreement, but there is no sense of where the other throe Commissionors stand on the issna.
The Cily of Pompano Beach public hearing is tentatively scheduled for Apeil 13, 2010, and will
probrably be approved.

The Town of Southwest Ranches has a presentation scheduled for March 4, 2000 with 5 public
hearing tentatively scheculed for April 2010, There was no scrwe of how the Commission wil]
vote,

The City of Sunrise public hearing fa acheduled for March 9, 20010,

The City of Tamarac public hearing is scheduled for sometime in April 2000 and approval iy
expected.



¢ The City of West Park public hearing is scheduled for March 17, 2010 and approval is expected,
o The City of Weston public hearing is scheduled for Mareh 15, 2010 and appeoval 1s expected.

Mz, Akagbosu requested that when the Agreement is approved by each entity, the Resolution and
gignature page should be sent to Alun Gabriel. Additionally, he said that once Mr, Gabriel has
collected all of the signature pages, a copy of the entire Apreement with the signed signatare [rages will
be provided to each signatory to the Apreemnent, He talked about thank you letters that the District
sent to each municipality which included additional clarificalion to certain questions that were asked at
the meetings. Ie said that a School District presentation will be given to the Broward City County
Management Association on Match 18, 2010 at the Teliday Inn located in the City of Plantation.

Susen Trevarthen said that any entity with questions or comcerns tegarding the Second Amended ILA
should Iook at the big pichare which is that the Apreerent Is being amended to address consequences
of State mandates,

7.2 Feedback from the Januasy 13, 2018 Oversight Committee Meeting

Chair Bichner talked about the Oversight Committee meeiing, and said that the majority of the meeting
discussions focused on the proposed Secend Amended ILA which they approved with some changes,
The 2009 Anmual Report was also reviewed at the meeting, and the Comunittee did not make any
changaa {0 the report,

Mt, Akagbosu said that the 2009 Annual Report was provided to each SWG Member to enable one lagt
review of the Report, and requested each Member that tay have additional comments on the Report to
inform him of such change, Additionally, that the Report will be formally appraved at the April 2010
Owversight Commities mestng,  Chair Hichner asked for comments. Ben Ziskal sald that the Report
states on page 2 and page 7 that the City of Tamarac did not atlend any SWG mcetings and the
attendance sheet shows that they atbended two meelings, He also stated that the SWG had met five
times during 2009, not four Smes as reported on page 2. Wi, Ziskal questioned the status of the Villape
of Lazy Lake. Discussions followed and Chuir Bichner saild that the recommendation from the
Oversight Committee was not o include the Village of Lazy Lake in the roporting categories which
without such inclusion woudd give a frue reflection of the hard woik done by the entities to implement
public school concurrency. She suggested that a paragraph be added to the Report to state that Lazy
Lake Village is listed as a parly o the Amended ILA, but is not a current sighatory and therefors, for
reporting purposes, is not being evaluated in the Reporl, Discussions followed and the SWG Membors
agreed to include Chair Elchmor's suggested additions in the Report.

. New Business

81  Update on Broward County and Municipalities Bvaluation and Appraisal Report

Chair Tichner advised that a scoping meeting was held on February 25, 2010, and asked Glem
Amotuso o give a report on the meeting.  Mr, Amoruso said that the County has Five major {ssues
regarding the Evaluation and Appraisal Report (EAR), buk thal population and how population
changes will impact services is the only muajor issuc as it relales to school facilities planning, He said
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that Broward County will be incorporating in the report discussion of school facilities planning  and
the new [0S language and that the process will be complated by the end of 2010. He also said
that the meeting was an opportunity for the review agencies to comment on what the issyes are, and
said that the meeting went well. Lisa Wight added that the one area that inay also have school issues is
larpe seale land use plan amendment (LUPA) applications such as the Transit Orviented Corridors
{FOC). Discussions followed regarding the urban school concept model, redevelopment and the foeus
on State Eoad 7.

Mr. Akagbosu talked aboul the Broward County land use policy regarding pre-application meetings
for Regional Activity Centers (RAC), Local Activity Centers (LAC), and TOCs with reference o
addressing the bigger pictute as it perlaing fv potental impacta to schoals. Additionsly, he said that
the School [hstrict also has o similar policy regarding pre-applicaiion meetings,  Discussions
followed regarding pre-application meetings, LUPA’s, long-range planning processes, and the
necessily for pre-application tneetings.

Chuck Fink asked for an update on the Student Generation Rate/School Tmpact Fee Study, Mr.
Akagbosu said that the Study was gohg well.  He stated that the standing committee will convens
inthe spring to discuss the Study. He also said that the student generation part of the Study has been
completed, and the school impact fee portion is now being worked on. He adviged that the update will
be em the agenda for  the nexi SWG meeting, and that the Study shoutd be concluded in the fall of
2010,
