dealing with racism, bigotry, uncertainty, 

threats and psychological maltreatment. One 

of the best ways to deal with anxiety is to be 

prepared. 

 

1. Make a childcare plan that includes 

preparing documents, deciding who will care 

for children, emergency contacts, etc. 

2. Find out about your immigration options; 

find a licensed immigration attorney. 

3. Know your rights. immigrantfamily.org or 

www.aclu.org/know-your-rights/stopped-

by-police or www.ilrc.org/redcards. 

4. Seek mental health services. Counselors 

can provide a space for youth and families to 

vent their frustrations, fears, mistrust and 

sadness.
