P \isual Criteria

v Students can see the signal

v Consistent visual every time

v’ Student response should
have a visual aspect

Positive Behavior Interventions & Supports
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v The students need to hear the signal
v' Consistent auditory — same words every signal

v If students are not facing the teacher, they will be able to
hear the signal, know that a signal has been given, and
respond appropriately

“Give me your attention, please.”

OR

“Let’s come back together as a group
in 3...2...1"

Positive Behavior Interventions & Supports B




v The Signal should have movement to it

v Movement will catch the eye of students who may not be
focusing directly on the teacher
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Portable Criteria

v You should be able to take

your signal with you to the
cafeteria, field trips,
evacuations, etc.

v A stationary or bulky signal
like a bell or light switch
cannot be used in all areas
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j) Student Response
Teach students a visual response so you know that each
student is paying attention
Example: “When I give you the Signal...”
v Stop what you are doing

v Use conversation level “0”

v Raise your hand

v Look to the teacher for directions




100% within 5 seconds...

If you are not getting the behavior that you want:

re-teach the signal, role model it

practice the signal frequently

praise/reward those who respond

command attention

use cues and reminders about the signal
