1. EACH DAY 8 children die from gun violence
in America. Another 32 are shot and injured.!

2. Guns are the leading cause of death among
American children and teens. 1 out of 10 gun
deaths are age 19 or younger.2

4. The U.S. has had 1,316 school shootings since
1970 and these numbers are increasing. 18% of
school shootings have taken place since the
tragedy at Sandy Hook Elementary School in
