The AP Biology exam assesses stu-

dent understanding of the biologi-

cal and learning objectives out-

lined by Collegeboard.  

The exam is 3 hours long and in-

cludes 60 multiple-choice ques-

tions and 6 free-response ques-

tions. (2 long and 4 short)
