PREREQUISITES

Before studying AP Literature and Com-
position, all students should complete
the equivalent of three years of second-
ary English classes and have a strong
foundation in reading comprehension
and critical thinking.

It is recommended, by not required, that
prospective AP Literature students take
AP Language and Composition before
enrolling in this course as it will provide
a solid background in the close reading,
annotation and analysis skills that will be
beneficial in taking this course.

Assessment Overview

The AP English Literature and Composi-
tion Exam will test your understanding
of the literary concepts covered in the
course units, as well as your ability to
analyze texts and develop written argu-
ments based on your interpretations.

The exam is 3 hours long and includes 55
multiple-choice questions and 3 literary
analysis essay prompts.
