Ideas to Do as a Family 

• Participate in a community service project with your child, 
which allows the family to show kindness towards others. 

• As a family, discuss what you could do to show that you care 
about the environment, such as cleaning up a street, picking up 
trash, or starting a recycling program. 

• As a family identify things that you can do together to make a 
difference in someone else’s life. 

• Catch your child being kind and acknowledge how important that 
behavior is. This is a simple opportunity to reinforce how 
important being kind is in your family. 

• Watch a television program together and talk about the various 
ways in which the characters acted uncaring or caring towards one 
another. 

• Remember that the best teaching tool is to always model the 
behavior you want your child to learn. You are a powerful role 
model for your child.
