Congratulations
on the hard work thus far. On top of balancing academic classes and CDE
Programs you're preparing for exams including the EOCs and the SAT. Know
that we are here to support and empower you. This includes coaching you
through the SAT Bootcamp Program as well as offering tutoring almost every
day. Check out the schedule for dates and subjects.

The US History EOC will take place on Friday December 13th. Students are

required to attend one Saturday review session. You may choose to come
either on Saturday 11/30 OR Saturday 12/7 from 8am-12pm. The SAT will take place in March 2020. That seems far away,
but a long-term preparation plan is crucial to your success. PSAT scores are usually available mid-December, so stay tuned.
Tutoring on SAT test-taking strategy is still being offered every Thursday by Mr. Cogan in room 160. Tutoring on SAT math
is still being offered every Monday, Tuesday, Thursday and Friday by Mr. Lewis in room 168.
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Be sure to check your Outlook e-mail daily. For one, you'll find emails from Ms. DiAlberto at the BRACE office, with valuable
information on college visits, scholarships, applications, and internships. Be on the lookout for those, as well as
opportunities for involvement with your very own Class of 2021. If you're interested in re-testing to earn Adobe or Microsoft
Office certifications, e-mail Mr. Decker, as he’s hosting testing sessions on Monday 12/9.

Now may be a good time to start thinking about supplies for the courses you're taking next term. Owning a pair of earbuds
is a good idea so you can listen to educational content including Algebra Nation and Khan Academy videos. Remember you
can get free binders from Ms. Giannini’s binder recycling program. If you're taking higher level math or science courses or
plan on taking the SAT/ACT, consider getting a scientific or graphing calculator. If you're taking Physics you will need a
scientific calculator. If you're taking English, you will need the following: one pack of printer paper (if your last name is A-
F), 2 poster boards (if your last name is G-M)), tissues (if your last name is N-T), or one pack of loose leaf paper (if your last
name is U-Z). As always, don't feel pressured if you are in financial need. Please reach out to a teacher or guidance counselor
for alternate arrangements.

On a different note, remember that safety is a top priority. We expect you to do your part by wearing IDs and uniforms daily,
and if you “see something, or hear something, then say something.” Finally, let’'s keep the lines of communication open.
Students — let us know how we can help you. Families — check your child’s grades in Focus and don’t hesitate to reach out
to us with questions, comments, and concerns.
