     P iper High School  wi l l  administer the PSAT exam to
al l  10th grade and sel f -selected 11th grade students on
the Piper campus on Jan.  26th.   This col lege preparatory
exam is one of  the most important preparat ions for the
al l - important SAT col lege admissions exam that students
take as they apply to col leges and universit ies around
the country.   Al l  10th grade students are afforded the
opportunity to take the PSAT free of  charge.   

     Some 11th grade students choose to take the PSAT as
they pract ice for their  col lege admissions test  and
compete for the ranking of  Nat ional  Merit  Scholar .  The
PSAT is  used to designate Nat ional  Merit  Scholars in al l
50 states.  Any 11th grade student who receives this
prest ig ious designat ion is  ent i t led to scholarship
opportunit ies from universit ies across the country
including prest ig ious pr ivate and Ivy League schools.  The
PSAT is  just  one component of  the extensive col lege
preparatory programming offered at  Piper High School .

Although the tests are s imi lar ,
there are di f ferences,  and some students
can perform much better on one than the
other.  Juniors wi l l  take the SAT for free on
March 3.   
What about the cost of the sat & act? 

     The SAT cost is  $49.50.  The ACT is  $52.
The costs of  taking these tests or apply ing
to col lege should never stand in your way!
You may qual i fy  for free or reduced lunch
or have other special  c ircumstances that
wi l l  ent i t le you to free test  waivers.  When
you are issued a waiver ,  your appl icat ion
fees to col leges wi l l  a lso be waived.
Remember,  qual i fy ing students are
al located two free SAT and ACT waivers
throughout their  matr iculat ion at  Piper
High School .  S imply send me an emai l ,  and
I  wi l l  help you navigate this process.
