under emergency or other provisional status;

e The teacher’s college major and the field of discipline or specialization for any

advanced degrees/certifications held by the teacher;

e Whether your child is provided services by paraprofessionals and, if so, their

qualifications; and

e Your child’s level of achievement in each of the state academic assessments.
