State Testing

State testing begins soon, and it's important that all students are prepared and present on their scheduled
testing days. On May 7, all 9th and 10th grade students will take the Florida FAST Reading assessment.
On May 8, students enrolled in U.S. History and Biology will take their respective End-of-Course (EOC)
exams. On May 14, students currently enrolled in Algebra 1 or Geometry will take their EOC exams.

These assessments are critical for student progress and graduation requirements. More information
will be shared soon, and we encourage families to review the testing calendar posted on our school
website for all upcoming dates, including AP and Cambridge exams.
