Students may use crayons, markers, or colored pencils, as well as original digital art
designs.

Submissions must be made by parent or guardian.

All submissions must be in the format of a PDF or JPG.

All designs should be submitted through this link. Submissions that are e-mailed or
mailed in will not be accepted.

All designs must be submitted by March 12th, 2021.
