Course Progress Your teacher may be providing live video conferencing, pre-recorded
Quizzes videos, and Canvas messages. Each teacher will provide specific directions
Syllabus on how they will communicate with you and your child.

While your child engages in remote learning they may not be on the computer all day. Students need to
log in every day to receive their assignments and instructions from their teacher(s). Some of the
assignments can and will be done online, however, some assignments will be completed offline and
then uploaded to their Canvas course for grading. Students may be asked to join a live webinar or watch
an online video to receive the instruction they need. These webinars and videos will vary in length. As
always, please try to provide your child with as much support as possible to help them be successful in
their school work. Please feel free to email your child's teacher(s) with any questions or concerns about
distance learning.
