Approved Reasons for Excused Absences from Policy 5.5 (Attendance)
Parents should report the reason for an absence within two school days. If
requested by the school, the parent must provide documentation of an
illness from a licensed health care practitioner.

Students must be in school unless the absence has been permitted or
excused for one of the reasons listed below:

. lliness of student (Physical or Mental Health)

. lliness of an immediate family member

. Death in the family

. Religious holiday

. Required court appearance or subpoena

. Special event (needs to be approved by the principal)
. Scheduled medical or dental appointment

. Student has a communicable disease
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Students on field trips, attending alternative to suspension programs, or in
internal suspension programs are not considered absent.
