Step 1:  Confirm with your school counselor that you meet the eligibility 

requirements: Unweighted GPA of 3.0 or higher AND College Ready Test Scores: 
either with PERT, ACT, SAT, or ACCUPLACER

Step 3: Click on and Complete the online Dual Enrollment 
Recommendation Form  

a) Log Into Your BC One Access  
b) Click on “Complete This Form” – Dynamic Forms  
c) Complete and SUBMIT the entire student portion. (Make sure all your 

information looks good. You cannot go back and change your form once 
you submit it) 

d) Select up to 8 courses you would like to request  
 

Step 4: Parent Part 

*Your form will be routed to your parent/legal guardian for approval.  
 

Step 5: Mr. Ziccardi will approve your dual enrollment form. Mrs. 
Baez (A-L) and Mrs. Dominguez (M-Z) will approve your Early 
Admission form. Then Broward College will approve your form 
and send you an email.  
(Continuing students skip to step 7.) 
 

Step 6: NEW Students: Before registering for your courses, please complete the 

online New Student Orientation. You may access the orientation by logging into 
your BC One Access account and clicking on the tile “Welcome Seahawk! New 
Student Orientation”. 

Step 7: STARTING May 27th, the first day you can 

register for your fall BC class(es), log into your BC One 

Access account and register for your approved courses.

books will be available to order online or you may go to the bookstore and pick up 
your books. Visit the Bookstore website for hours of operation.

Step 10 (if needed):  If you are receiving any kind of disability services at your
